The jury for Cosentino Design Challenge consisted of representatives from the partner schools and universities involved in this year's edition. The Granada architect Juan Domingo Santos was also invited to sit on the jury, alongside the Director of Communications and Marketing, Santiago Alfonso, on behalf of Grupo Cosentino.
